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Quick Installation Guide for PNFCO1

Due to safety reasons, please turn off your computer completely first
and unplug it from the power supply.

1. Unscrew the four screws of the back cover,

2. Pull the back cover upward and put it aside.
Unscrew the two screws of the D-Sub (VGA) port
on the motherboard and remove the D-Sub
(VGA) cable.

3. Take the NFC module out of the accessory
box and tear off the adhesive membrane.
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4. As shown, affix the NFC module and lift the cover, then connect the FFC Flat Flex Cable (blue side

up) to the NFC module and replace the cover.

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5. Reconnect the D-Sub (VGA) cable to "VGA1" and replace the back cover, then refasten the

SCrews.

6. Take the NFC sticker out of the accessory box
and tear off the adhesive membrane, then place

the NFC sticker on the chassis as shown.
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
